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My great great grandfather Henry Augustus Smarfit ke Journal from the "7 April 1852 to the 15th April
1854. In it he notes his last two weeks in Engldinel voyage to Australia, disappointing effortsraning and
then the daily doings of three young city men ag tarve out a new life on the land.

Henry, with his younger brother William Edward, tl&ngland on the 27 April1852 in the sailing ship
“Cormandel” under Capt. Poole and reached Pt. Ppilbn the 3 August1852.

In Melbourne they joined Charles Nicholas, theidesl brother who was already mining and whose lstter
home to their father had obviously contained glani@ports of fortunes to be made on the goldfields.

Henry, together with his wife Bertha, hadich@nd eventful life in “the bush” until in 1902t the age of
seventy four, he retired from the land and becanoe more a “city man” when they moved from Gesokr
to Auburn.

Bertha Emma Caroline Ernstine was born in Bethmr{iigow Bethany) near Tanunda in the Barosdeya
to Samuel Gottfried and Ernstine Beer (nee Riemarhe married Henry Smartt in 1867 at the homéeaf
mother and stepfather Wihelm Meyer in the Gersettlement of Harkaway near Berwick, Victoria.

In the last years of his life Henry wrote ‘&efch of Our Ancestors’ taking his origins in Eagd back to
1692, (this has proved to be an accuratecamprehensive account). He also listed hitedii children,
